· A handover meeting was held on June 27, 2006 between the representatives of 2005-06 committee members and the 2006-07 committee members. According to the document signed by the attendees, all financial documents and statements were to be handed over to the new committee and 2005-06 Income Tax Return filed by July 31, 2006. 

It is our understanding that some documentations were not available to the past committee. However, the Financial Statement was prepared and available to file a Tax Return like it was done in previous years. 

With the approval of the Governing Body, and after tremendous time-consuming

effort by President Gopal Roy, the 2005-06 Tax Return has now been filed with the IRS. 

The 2005-06 Committee should not do anything more in regards to the Income Tax Return. They should return all Bichitra related documents in their possession as soon as possible.

· During a meeting in September with the Past Treasurer (2005-06), Current President and the Senior Preserver, it was mentioned that a $600.00 cash withdrawal was made by the Treasurer to disburse some outstanding expenses incurred by some members. New committee never authorized the past Treasurer to withdraw any money from Bichitra account after new committee took over. No account of this money has yet been provided.

· Some of the members of the past committee have not renewed their membership for the current fiscal year. As non-members, they are not authorized to send any communication or sign any document on behalf of Bichitra. 

· Bichitra Web Site was attacked in June directing it to an offensive Sex-on-Line Site. After three days of continuous efforts by the current Executive Committee members, the Site was recovered. The attached information sheet shows the details of the Website attack.
